The carbon pole, for example, has been designed with racing boats in mind - low weight, high strength, and a black finish matching top quality racing gear on board.  The highly durable stainless steel option offers a more stylish look, to match stanchions and deck fittings; while the traditional white is often chosen to match the boat deck colour and antennae.

The SC100 comes in a choice of two heights – 1.9m or 2.5m - allowing users to select the best height option for deck or transom mounting.  The pole mount is also designed to be easily removed by simply unbolting the top of the base to remove the pole for racing or winter storage, leaving the low profile base permanently installed.  Prices start from £1,150 for the SC100 in stainless steel and  £1,400 for the carbon option.
